Shri Amlasahib Shinde: As already 
mentioned in the statement, about 
31,798 tonnes of paddy seed have ac-
tually been despatched to Bihar. The 
Bihar Government officials are ac-
tually in Orissa and Andhra Pradesh 
and they are co-ordinating the activi-
ties. 

Moreover, I must take this oppor-
tunity to say that the Andhra Pra-
desh and Orissa Governments have 
co-operated with us so well :md they 
have tried their level best to see that 
Bihar gets adequate supplies of seed; 
the despatches of seed from Andhra 
Pradesh have been sO quick that it is 
really a commendable thing that they 
have done. 

As far as Orissa is concerned, some 
difficulty arose not because the Orissa 
Government were not prepared to 
supply it, but because the BiIl*r Gov-
ernment officers had first checked up 
the seed and when it was brought to 
the loading stations, some of the 9Jhar 
Government oftleials had rejeCted the 
seed. That is why the difficulty has 
arisen. Now, the Bihar Government 
have deputed some senior oftlcialil, and 
tJIe Orissa Government are trYing to 
expedite the movement.

Sbri M. L. Sondhi: I would ask 
whether the Minister has personal 
awareness that hundreds of people 
have lost their lives in Bihar, that 
Bihar has become a shame for us in 
the world. In that context, is he 
seriously considering any proposal to 
restore confidence in Bihar? As far 
as I can see, he must come out with 
some proposal to subsidise the farmers 
there. Will the Centre be prepared 
to be generous as far as seeds are 
concerned? Would he agree to de-
pute people from the Indian Council 
of Agricultural Research to see whe-
ther they can help select quality 
seeds, special draught-resistant varie-
ties·? Can we have an assurance that 
there is a sense of urgency on the 
part of the hon. Food Minister? 

Shri Jagjivan Ram: I do not think 
eloquence can bring a sense of 
urgency. Perhaps the hon. Member 
is not ware of the many forms of 
assistance that the cultivators do get. 
So far as the suPPly of seeds and 
fertilisers is concerned, there are 
arrangements for provision of loans 
and subsidy to the cultivator. As 
regards the question of price, it is 
entirely for the Bihar Government to 
fix the price they think the cultivator 
will be in a position to payor supply 
them as loan or subsidy. There is no 
bar to that. All these provisions have 
been made and if the hon. Member 
had cared to know about the arrange-
ments made for all these matters, 
about whiCh reports have been circu-
lated, perhaps he would not 'lave felt 
the need to ask this lIuestion.

Shrl Shri ChaDd Goel: Considering 
that the sowing season for paddy is on 
and there is hardly a fortnight left, 
can we have an assurance from the 
Food Minister that the rest of the sup-
ply of 30,000 tonnes of paddy seeds 
would actually arrive and Govern-
ment would facilitate its reaching the 
areas where it is needed as otherwise 
it will become useless"? 

Shri Jagjivan Ram: I do not think 
we are responsible for reaching seed 
to the areas which it has to reach. I 
think if the hon Member had listened 
to what I had ~i  in Hindi, he would 
not have put the question again. As 
I have said, it is the responsibility of 
the Bihar Government also to see that 
once the seed has been located in a 
particular State and the State Gov-
ernment has offered to supply the 
seed, the officers of the Bihar State 
who are there will expedite the test-
ing of the seed and also the despatch-
es. As I have said, there have been 
delayS in despatches of seed from 
Orissa on account of the lapses of the 
officers of the Bihar Government, and 
as I have further assured, we have 
every eXipectatioo that by the 15th of 
this month the requisite quantity of 
seed will be available in Bihar.

Sbri P. VeDkatasubbaiah: Instead 
of this confusion and duplication in 
the matter of supply of paddy seeds, 
may I know whether the hon. Minis-
ter can consider the possibility of 
entrusting this work to the National 
Seeds Corporation so that they may 
supply the seed and it will be then a 
uniform procedure? May I know 
whether he can make that arrange-
ment? 

Shri Jagjivan Ram: Even the Seeds 
Corporation cannot find the seeds in 
such large quantities.

seed but as paddy, and so certain· 
defects will be noticeable in that .
