As per the 

guidelines of the Department of Expenditure on ‘Appraisal and approval of Public 

Funded Schemes and Projects’, pre-investment activity upto Rs. 100 crore can be 

approved by the Secretary of the administrative Ministry/Department. Pre-investment 

activities includes planning and preparatory activities such as preparation of Detailed 

Project Report, Feasibility Reports, Pilot Experiments/ Studies for schemes, 

Survey/Investigation required for large projects, etc..
