 NARASIMHA  RAO):  Freedom  fighters  un-
 der  the  Swatantrata  Sainik  Samman  Pen-
 sion  Scheme  are  at  present,  getting  a  pen-
 sion  of  Rs.  750  per  month.  Ex  Andaman  and
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 Nicobar  Islands  freedom  fighters  receive  a

 pension  of  Rs.  1000  per  month.  In  addition  to
 this  persion,  freedom  fighters  are  also  eli-

 gible  for  certain  other  facilities  including
 Railway  passes  and  free  medical  facilities.  |

 may  add  here  that  some  additional  tele-

 phone  facilities  have  also  been  made  avail-
 able  to  them  just  two  days  back.

 In  this  Golden  Jubilee  Year  of  the  Quit
 India  Movment,  the  Gvernment  have  de-
 cided  to  inrcrease  the  monthly  pension  of
 freedom  fighters  by  two  hundred  and  fifty
 rupees.  This  would  mean:

 (a)  In  the  case  of  freedom  fighters
 under  the  Swatantrata  Sainik
 Samman  Pension  Scheme  fromRs.
 750/-  to  Rs.  1000  per  month.

 (b)  In  the  case  of  Ex-Andaman  and
