RESOLUTION RE. INDIAN RAILWAYS (AMENDMENT) ORDINANCE—
NEGATIVED AND INDIAN RAILWAYS (SECOND AMENDMENT) BILL

Shri Hukam Chand Kachwai (Ujjain): Mr. Deputy Speaker, yesterday an ordinance
was being discussed in the House, in which there is a provision to increase penality from 50
paise to Rs. 10/— on ticketless travel. While collecting the penality fare or apprehending the
ticketless travellers the T. T. E. is put to several hardships. He has to face a number of prob-
lems. Sometimes he is beaten by and he is killed too in some cases. I would like to know
whether Government have considered these problems faced by T. T. Es. I would like to suggest
that these railway employees should be given incentives. Every possible measure should be
taken to ensure the safety of their life. In case of their murder etc. at least a sum of
Rs. 20,000/— should be paid to their families as compensation.

There are different rules in the nine railways. These persons should be treated as
running staff. The reasons for this were that the T.T.Es. helped the resolutionaries like
Shri Khudi Ram Bose to travel from one place to another. It led the British Government
to frame rules against them where in they were not included in running staff.

It is also stated that there is a proposal to replace T.T.Es. with Attendants who will not
have the power to issue Tickets. The T.T.Es. are educated and competent persons. If these
T.T.Es. replace the General Managers drawing 3, 4 or even 5 thousand rupees, I believe that
they would perform the work satisfactorily.

The T.T.Es. are told to collect 4 thousand rupees in a month. ¥If they fail to find
sufficient ticketless travellers they are taken to task and for these reasons their promotions are
withheld. They are asked to explain the reasons for non-collection of the target amount.
There is a great discontentment among T.T.Es. and the Hon. Minister should consider their
case sympathetically.

You have imposed vigilance over them and rely too much on their findings, But there
are instances of false cases having been instituted by the vigilance.

The khaki uniforms issued to T.T.Es. are below their dignity.
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
